HOW DO I RAISE A CONCERN? 
 

1. Make an appointment with the class teacher to discuss the matter.  We strongly 
advocate making an appointment as otherwise this impinges on teaching and 
preparation time.  (Making an appointment will enable the teacher to give 
you the necessary time to listen attentively to your concern).    

Most often concerns can be resolved at this stage. 
 

2. If after speaking to the teacher the matter is not resolved the issue can be taken up 
with the Head of Key Stage (Miss Morrison/Mrs Torrie) or the Vice Principal, Mrs 
Flaherty. 

3. Following the second step, if concerns still remain the issue can be referred to the 
Principal.                                                              

4. Ultimately, if the issue is still not resolved the parents/carers can write to the 
Chairperson of the Complaints Committee of Board of Governors (Mr B. Edwards)- 
please refer to our Complaints Procedure.  

It is very rare for concerns not to be resolved before stage 4.
